Review of meeting minutes from previous month – No committee comments on previous minutes
Recommendations List Review 
Farinon Loading Dock Injury: The safety committee examined a past incident at the Farinon loading dock. The investigation showed the employee bypassed the doorway, opting instead to enter through the plastic covering used for cargo handling. An inspection of the loading dock confirmed it's not designed for general foot traffic. As a result, we plan to install more signs, emphasizing restricted access for service personnel, use only for loading/unloading, and appropriate footwear, among other guidelines.
New recommendation
Workers Comp Education: Discussion on how to better educate employees about the Workers' Comp injury reporting procedure. Sandra suggested including it in Public Safety's welcome letters to new employees, with a link to our procedure. Cristie noted that HR is reviewing the orientation process for improvements. Sandra proposed updating the Public Safety website to link to the HR page, ensuring consistency.
Tyler questioned the proper storage of salt for ice management for buildings. Matt clarified that salt in buckets should have lids and be labeled. He noted that some buildings may currently have bags due to a shortage of bins. Bob inquired about the quantity of bags without containers. Matt will compile a list of needed items and share it with Bob for discussion at an upcoming Facilities staff meeting.
Tyler questioned what should be done regarding ladders that are left behind that are not in the proper locations. Bob recommended calling Facilities to have them picked up. 

Sandra reviewed that random radon and drinking water tests have been conducted throughout campus and off-campus residences, and academic buildings, and no mitigation needs were identified.
